“And in those times there was
no peace to him that went out,
nor to him that came in, but
great vexations were upon all
the inhabitants of the countries.
And nation was destroyed of
nation, and city of city: for God
did vex them with all adversity.”

2 Chronicles 14:5-7

“Also he took away out of all
the cities of Judah the high
places and the images: and the
kingdom was quiet before him.
And he built fenced cities in
Judah: for the land had rest, and
he had no war in those years;
because the Lord had given him
rest. Therefore....because we
have sought the Lord our God...
he hath given us rest on every
side. So they built and pros-
pered.”

According to the October
29, 2007 cover story by
Newsweek magazine, Pakistan
has now become the most
dangerous country in the
world.

A nuclear nation that is
home base for the Taliban
and Al Qaeda, with two

fronts of a civil war raging in
the tribal areas and hundreds of
soldiers being taken captive and
killed by militants.

A nation beset by suicide
bombings, civil unrest where
the Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court was first sus-
pended and then fired, bringing
out the nation’s lawyers in pro-
test.

A nation where a State of
Emergency was declared and
the Constitution suspended.

A nation where one former
Prime Minister was turned back
at the airport after a seven year
exile and another’s return pro-
cession after eight years in exile
was hit by suicide bombers
killing more than 140 and injur-
ing over 500 other people.

A nation where fundamental-

ists bomb barbershops and
video stores for being un-
Islamic, and kidnap foreigners in
the capital.

A nation where radicals hole
up in a mosque in the capital
and try to force the nation to
accept their agenda for a fanati-
cal Islamic republic.

A nation where in a number
of areas Christians are warned
by Islamic radicals to convert
or face the consequences.

In other words, Pakistan is

one of the least likely
places to find peace and
revival.

However...After seeing re-
cord growth in 2006 by add-
ing over 18,500 new constitu-
ents and almost 7,900 receiv-
ing the Holy Ghost, so far
this year in our special evan-
gelistic outreaches, we have
seen:

e 1,600 receive the Holy
Ghost in March in the
city of Lahore at our
General Conference.

e 70 receive the Holy
Ghost in April in a local
church annual conven-
tion in Kharian.

e 2,500 receive the Holy
Ghost in June at a cru-
sade in Karachi.

e 350 receive the Holy
Ghost in October at an
annual local church con-
vention in Lahore.

e 1,500 receive the Holy
Ghost in October at a
crusade in Rawalpindi.

e 400 receive the Holy
Ghost in October in the
city of Faisalabad.

A few days before our meet-
ing in Rawalpindi with Broth-
ers Doug Klinedinst, James
Stark and Eli Hernandez the
suicide bombings of former
Prime Minister Benazir
Bhutto’s welcome home pro-
cession occurred.

In a time when “there
was no peace to him that

went out, nor to him that
came in”, God “hath given
us rest on every side. So
[we] built and prospered.”

Revival in Progress had the
distinct privilege of participat-
ing in 3 of these crusades— one
each in Karachi, Lahore and
Rawalpindi- in which over
4,000 people received the gift
of the Holy Ghost.

We thank each one of our
ministry partners for their
prayers and financial support,
and may the Lord continue to
bless you for your efforts.
